In addition to an application for Initiation, a Committee of Inquiry is required for
applications for a Demit (Section 190(b)) and Affiliation (Section 362).

An expeditious and equitable way to establish the Lodge Assessment to a District
(when determining Lodge numbers) is by use of the Annual Proceedings. Th& Return of
Lodges a& O(Numerically Il ocated in the <centr
numbers as of the previous December 31. Although a year previous, what you lose on
the roundabouts, you gain on the swings, more importantly, it saves time and eliminates
disagreement.

contain lists of fines to be imposed for absence, swearing and
drunkenness, but that usage is now discontinued, so that attendance on
ordinary communications is no longer enforced by any sanction of law. It is
a duty the discharge of which must be left to the conscientious convictions
of each Mason. In the case, however, of a positive summons for any
express purpose, such as to stand trial, to show cause, etc., the neglect or
refusal to attend might be construed into a contempt, to be dealt with
according to its magnitude or character in each particular case.
